ϥf Christians and Jews share many of the same foundational biblical texts, why does 
misunderstanding about their respective traditions persist?  Dr. Sarah Tanzer, 
Professor of New Testament and Early Judaism at McCormick Theological Seminary, 
addresses this and related questions  
 
While Christians and Jews share a common Scripture (the Christian Old Testament/the 
Jewish TaNaK), we are divided by our interpretation of that Scripture. That diϜerent 
interpretation begins early on in our traditions, and it leads to the contemporary 
misunderstandings that often exist between Christians and Jews.
